30" Anniversary Challenge Quilt
Block 5 — Simplified Alternative

This block measures 6” x 6” unfinished (5 72" x 5 2" finished)

Fabric Requirements:

Fabric A: Four (4) 2 x 2 squares, one (1) 3 % x 3 % square and four (4) 1 % x 2 % rectangles
Fabric B: Two 2 Y2 x 3 %2 rectangles

Fabric C: Four (4) 1% x 1 ¥ squares

Fabric D: Four (4) 2 x 2 squares

Fabric E, F,G,H: Three (3) 2 x 2 squares of each fabric

Step 1: Make the Half Square Triangles (HST)
Note: The HST method below makes two HST at a time.

Make the following HST units using the 2” x 2” squares:

Fabric A& F Fabric A & H
Fabric A& G Fabric A& E

Make the following HST units using the 2” x 2” squares:
FabricE & F Fabric G & E
FabricH & G Fabric F & H

Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of one of the two fabric squares. Put squares right sides together and
stitch ¥4” from each side of the diagonal line. Cut between the stitching lines. Press open. Trimto 1 2" x 1 12",
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Step 21 Make Flying Geese Units:
Note: This method makes 4 Flying Geese Units at one time.

Draw diagonal lines on the wrong side of the “wing” (2” x 2”) squares.

Place two (2) of the 2" x 2” squares on one (1) of the “geese” (3 /2" x 3 12")
squares.

Stitch 74" on each side of the diagonal line.

Cut between the stitch
lines.
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Press open.

Place the other marked
2” x 2” square as shown
here.

Stitch 4” on both sides of
the diagonal line.

Cut between the stitched
lines

Press open and trimto 2 2" x 1 V2".

Step 21 Make the Corner Square Triangle Units:
Note: This method makes 4 Corner Square Triangle Units at one time.

Take the 1 ¥2 x 2 % Fabric A rectangles and place a Fabric C
1 %2 x 1 % square right sides together as shown below. Stitch each of
the A/C units and press seam toward Fabric A.




Place two A/C units right sides together
and stitch as shown.

Then carefully clip right through the stitches
as shown
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Press open. Place A/C unit, right sides =
together, on top of Fabric B rectangle.

Mark 2 stitch lines as shown

Stitch on the lines and then cut
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Press open.

Stitch sections aﬁd rows
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Step 31 Assembling the block: PP
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Stitch the sections together as shown

Then stitch the rows together. Press. Trim to 6” x 6”.
